However the essay closed with,” but since he’s is a dog, he most resembles a dog.”I remember busting out laughing when I read this essay, but it makes a serious point. cinema resembles so may arts. if cinema has very literary characteristics, it also has theatrical qualities, a philosophical side, attributes of painting and sculpture and musical elements.
