History of Editing: This session will trace the beginning of editing with the silent films. Griffith-Dramatic Emphasis, Pudofkin-Constructive Editing, Eisenstein's-Intellectual Montage. The students will understand aspects such as editing and the sound film, order of shots, selection of camera set up, timing, and presentation. They will also be discussions on contributions of editing and special styles of editing.

Practice of Editing: During the practice sessions for editing students will work on all types of content including: Action sequences: Dialogue sequences;Montage sequences .Chase sequence Documentary sequences They will hone skills in imaginative documentary editing, documentary and the use of sound, news reels, and compilation films. Cutting Room Procedure like synchronization of rushes, editing the film, and optical sound editing.

Principles of Editing: The intricacies that underline the art of editing are taught through editing principles such as constructing a lucid continuity; matching consecutive action, extent of image size, and angle; preserving a sense of direction; preserving a clear continuity; matching tone; matching sound flow over a cut; and maintaining timing, pace, and rhythm in the selection of shots.

Fifties and Sixties: Case studies of various films will be taken up in this section with special attention to the editing style of French New Wave cinema, personal cinema in the 60's, and editing styles of great such as Francois Truffaut, Godard, Eric Rohmer, Alain Resnais, and Micehlangelo Antonioni.

Non-Linear Editing Software: Students will be able to practice on various editing software available in the market such as:

Students will also be introduced to various expensive compositing software used in editing such as: Fire, Henry, Inferno and Flame as demonstration exercise.

Project Exercises:
